The purpose of this agenda item is for the Budget Officer to submit a proposed 2015 budget to the Commissioners of the Town of Erie Urban Renewal Authority, Colorado.  Schedule A includes a summary of expenditures and revenues for the calendar year 2015. The Board of Commissioners received the proposed 2015 calendar year budget on November 18, 2014, and was previously discussed at a study session.  The final proposed budget reflects a reduction of 75% from the original proposed budget as requested of staff.
